Is located at the bottom of the Kuji River along
the National Highway 118 with the hot spring
inside the tourist souvenir shop as the first
time in the prefecture.

Is said to be the Cherry planted in person by
Mitsukuni Mito, and that it does not root by
cutting.

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Former Uwaoka Elementary School

Is a wooden school building which was founded in April 20th of Meiji Era 12
and stopped its operation in March 31st of 2001. Now it is used as
photo-shooting venue for many dramas and movies as well. You can enjoy
the atmosphere of the old times with the same window glasses and the
equipment back then. It was registered as a country registration tangible
cultural property in the December 19, 2014.
