Daigo Festivals have two kinds; the long-lasting ones
wishing for the rich harvest and happiness inherited
by locals and the new ones which generates
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Relaxing time Daigo Town has Okukuji hot spring which represents the Ibaraki Prefecture. This hot spring has been
healing the Daigo locals and tourists for a long time.
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Is located near the Fukuroda falls . It is a prestigious hot spring

which was found in Heian Era. It has been called as “Tagoto no
Yu” as it emerged naturally in the rice paddy. Spring quality has
two kinds; alkaline simple spring and sodium sulfate spring
water/ chloride spring.
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Is located across the Kuji River and the center of the Daigo Town.
